NPD Officer Reports:

Christina Ragsdale, APR, California Capital Chapter – Chair’s Report

· Contribution and participation of district members has been terrific this year. Christina offered a big thank you for the opportunity to serve as Chair.

Secretary John Pilmer, APR, Utah Valley Chapter—Secretary

· Minutes were approved as edited.

John Mitchell, APR, Greater Oregon Chapter – Chair-Elect’s Report

· East Bay Oakland chapter status was discussed. A meeting is scheduled prior to Christmas. A January mixer is planned by the chapter. NPD has a plan to assist and we are hopeful the chapter will re-organize. 

· John expressed thanks to Christina for her service as Chair in 2007. 

· The board established the 2nd Thurs call time 9a PT for the next year. 

· District Conference 2008 (From the Typewriter to iPhone) was discussed for May 7-8 in Portland. Hooking in the PRSSA conference with NPD conference is in the works for May 6. We’ve committed $1k up front seed money to the planning committee for the conference. Upgrading that to $2k was discussed and approved. Projections are on track for a very profitable conference. Mara discussed sponsorship recruitment outside of Portland area. Several local sponsorships have been sold already.  $50k in-kind sponsors and $2k in cash sponsors have already been signed up. We have already secured the Crown Plaza hotel as a donation to the conference. They are working with the Performing Arts Center for an entertainment event that would be included in the conference fee. 

· A sponsorship brochure will be sent out to chapters to recruit sponsorships. 

· Joel Stein of the Wall Street Journal has been secured at a keynote speaker.

Treasurer Ellie Javadi, APR, Silicon Valley Chapter—Treasurer’s Report 

· Ellie sent out the report for review.    NPD has a $8,300 current cash balance. Dues have been requested by year end. As a result, another $1,500-2,000 is expected by year end. The conference call is an ongoing expense. John Pilmer will be funded for attending Leadership Rally in June. (In addition to NPD funding, there is an increase to $550 stipend from National for Leadership Rally).  

· Mara said it is expected we will break even on the 2008 NPD conference.

Other:

John Pilmer requested David Compton of the Boise Chapter to call regarding the 2009 NPD conference in possible Boise venue.

The meeting adjourned at 10:45 a.m. PDT.
