Call to Order: The meeting was called to order by North Pacific District PRSA Chair Nancy Kincaid, APR, at approximately 11:04 a.m. PDT, followed by a short roll call.  

NPD Officer Reports:
Chair's Comments and Welcome 
July minutes approved. Motion made by John Mitchell, APR. Janelle Guthrie, APR seconded. 

Treasurer's Report  
Amber Chiang, APR provided the Treasurer’s report. Currently the District has a $5,129.97 balance. Currently the Alaska, Idaho and Oregon Capital chapters have not paid dues and they were invoiced in January. Action item: Candace from National will reach out to Alaska and Idaho Chapters and Amber Chiang will reach out to Mary at the Alaska Chapter. 
National Nominating Committee:

John Mitchell, APR provided an update on the National Nominating Committee stating the slate has been selected and will be announced shortly. He also indicated that the North Pacific District will be represented on the National Board. 
Chapter Presidents Reports:

Those in attendance then provided an overview of activities in their respective districts for 2010.
· Cathy Foster, San Francisco Bay Area Chapter:  Second Thursday networking mixers have had good success. Due to loss of East Bay Chapter, the San Francisco Chapter is looking to do more in that area. Found that by picking new hot spots it helps with attracting professionals. Members only speed networking is coming up. During the event members rotate around in 10 minute increments. The nominating slate of officers for 2011 will vote in October. Phyllis added that in 2012 the PRSA International Conference will be held in San Francisco and they will be pulling together a committee to assist with initial planning including Capital, Sacramento, Silicon Valley and San Diego and set up appropriate lines of communication. A notice will be sent out to district for other members to join the planning committee. 
· Lindsay A. Pangburn, California Capital Chapter: Had a great program in August on social media; best attended of the year. September’s program is on how to successfully use mentoring in finding a job. October is Quality Time with PR minds, a non-profit event. November is one more program and then December is dark. Membership is holding steady and the chapter is looking to provide support to PRSSA and assist with funding to help student attend conference this year.
· Steve Jenson, Utah Valley:  Had a good luncheon in August. November is a Speed Pitching event with media attending with participants having three minutes to pitch your story to media—the group is a mix of media and professionals; had more media than professionals last year. Moving forward with a nonprofit conference with statewide outreach offering speakers on different tracks. 

· Jenna Cooper-Gross, Portland Chapter:  Indicated events have been going well. Speed interviewing was successful with professionals and some actual interviews for positions. Holding diversity in communications in partnership with the AMA Chapter on how different groups receive information.  Holding a Meet the TV Media and in October doing a presentation on Viral Videos with representatives from Pink Glove. Looking to hold a workshop on videos where attendees receive assignment and then come back and editing. Holding steady with membership. 

· Janelle Guthrie, APR:  Chapter held an almost sold out session with Anne Riley in August. Networking events have been successful. Upcoming is PR and the 24 hour news cycle featuring Dave Marriott as a speaker. The wine tasting social was very well attended with marketers from the wine industry talking about their niche.  Another program includes ethics topics at an agency. Looking at waiving reinstatement and initiation fees. Have 12 new and 25 renewing members but not sure how that balances with any losses. 

· John Mitchell, APR Greater Oregon:  Holding a program with a couple of heavy hitters in PR and had a panel discussion about the Health Care Plan. Chapter holding at 36 members.

PRSA held its first diversity course in August and it was very well attended. September 17 at 2 p.m. EST is Real World PR, What Your Teacher Didn’t Tell You. These are free but it does ask for your credit card. 
International Conference is adding new speakers so stay tuned for updates.

Nancy Kincaid, APR recommended that the Chapter provide assistance to our Conference representative to offset costs, as a stipend. The motion was made by Nancy Kincaid, APR for the NPD to provide assistance up to $600 to cover costs for the NPD representative to attend the International Conference. John Mitchell, APR seconded. Motion was approved. Janelle Guthrie, APR will receive assistance up to $600 and will work with Amber Chang, APR on the reimbursements.
