Call to Order: The meeting was called to order by North Pacific District PRSA Immediate Past Chair John Mitchell, Greater Oregon Chapter, at approximately 11:05 a.m. PDT, followed by a short roll call.  

NPD Officer Reports:
Christina Ragsdale, APR, NPD PRSA Nominating Committee Representative

Christina noted than the National Nominating Committee meeting went well, though the group will continue to look for ways to improve the process in 2010.

John Mitchell, APR, NPD PRSA Immediate Past Chair
John addressed Mark McClennen’s amendment to Article V of the new by-laws, which will be discussed at the 2009 PRSA Assembly in San Diego, noting that the NPD had been listed as a co-sponsor. The amendment reads as follows:

Amend Article V, Section I of the proposed new bylaws to:
 
1) Strike the word "at-large" from the sentence: "The number of voting directors shall be 17, consisting of 4 officers, 12 at-large directors, and the immediate past chair of the Society who shall serve ex officio.” and
 
2) Add the following sentence:
 
“Each district shall be represented by at least one director, while two directors will serve in an at-large capacity." after
 
“The number of voting directors shall be 17, consisting of 4 officers, 12 (at-large) directors, and the immediate past chair of the Society who shall serve ex officio.”
 
This section will now read:
 
“The business and affairs of the Society shall be managed and controlled by the Board of Directors. The number of voting directors shall be 17, consisting of 4 officers, 12 directors, and the immediate past chair of the Society who shall serve ex officio.  Each district shall be represented by at least one director, while two directors will serve in an at-large capacity…" The proposed replacement sentence restores the wording that currently exists in Article IV, Section 1 of the current bylaws.
 
Mark W. McClennan, APR, Chair, Northeast District, proposes the amendment,
with support from Samantha Villegas, APR, Chair, Mid-Atlantic District. The amendment also lists the NPD PRSA as a supporting district.  Chuck weighed in with support for the amendment. Kathy Hubbell explained the national board’s rationale for the new by-laws; however, she expressed support for the amendment. Kathy also explained the thinking behind the move to a popular vote versus delegate vote relating to PRSA governance.

John made a motion to keep the NPD PRSA listed as a supporting district on the amendment. The motion passed 5-2. 

Candice Bellittera, PRSA Chapter/District Relationship Manager 

Candice reminded everyone about the delegate calls to discuss proposed PRSA by-law changes coming up on October 15 and 22, and that members have been informed of those dates by e-mail and through the PRSA website. The purpose of the calls is to have a rigorous discussion of proposed PRSA by-law changes prior to Assembly. Jerry Corbett encouraged members to San Diego for the PRSA International Conference. Kathy Hubbell noted that the new PRSA website is up and running.
Nancy Kincaid, APR, California Capital Chapter – Chair-elect’s Report

Nancy had developed a proposal to provide APR incentives for membership, and noted that there was considerable support throughout the district. Mara moved to approve Nancy’s proposal and the motion passed unanimously.
