NATIONAL ASSEMBLY DISCUSSION:

Janelle Guthrie, APR will send a notice to District leadership asking for vote on the dues increase as it is viewed to be the most debated issue at Assembly. As the District Assembly voting member, Guthrie will be on site as well to discuss with other District Delegates the vote as the discussion progresses.  
Additional items reviewed that will be mentioned during Assembly include:

1) The first amendment clarifies that the Chair of the Board of Ethics and Professional Standards is appointed, not elected.

2) The second amendment clarifies that past national chairs are considered non-voting delegates unless they are attending assembly serving in another capacity that allows them to vote, such as a chapter or district delegate. 

Guthrie will distribute materials to the District Details on the NPD Sunday meeting and informal meet and greet. 

Finally, Guthrie provided the District Council Strategic Plan for review. Discussion on implementation will take place during the October Board meeting. 

INTERNATIONAL CONFERENCE UPDATE: 
Sande Smith provided a brief update. A meeting was organized prior to a members orientation to bring together the co-hosts. Individuals are beginning committee recruitment. San Francisco will have presence at the International Conference in Orlando. 
DISTRICT REPORT: 
Janelle Guthrie, APR provided the District strategic plan that was recently adopted. Guthrie asked for District members to review prior to the October meeting. At the October meeting, we will review the items within the plan that as a District we will adopt and implement for 2012.

The following updates were provided: 
· Sande Smith, San Francisco Chapter:  In September, we held a new members orientation that preceded our second Thursday networking event. This is something that we’ve wanted to do for a while, and so we were pleased to have about 20 people in attendance and did a PowerPoint presentation about the value of membership. We also talked about opportunities to volunteer and had forms for people to fill out to share their interest. The upcoming International Conference in SF was also another point of excitement and we had people volunteering for the planning committees. After that we went up to the roof of Weber Shandwick and had a spirited networking event. For professional development, we held an ethics presentation in September as part of PRSA Ethics month. Jay Porter, the General Manager for Edelman SF led an informative and thought-provoking discussion about the Edelman Trust Barometer, 2011. We had about 25-30 people at Edelman’s comfy office. Jay provided a comprehensive view of why trust is a “vitamin” that companies and organization ignore at their own peril. Using lots of interesting data gathered from opinion leaders around the world, he talked about how taking the time to build relationships based upon trust and transparency can actually protect our organizations when we experience crises and difficult times.
